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1.0 Introduction  

Peel Region hosted the ‘Integrated Waste Management Consultation Meeting’ on Monday, January 19th, 2009 
at the Century Gardens Recreation Centre at 340 Vodden Street East, Brampton. The meeting began at 8:15 am 
with breakfast and registration.  
 
The objectives of 
the meeting were two-fold: (1) to provide an overview of the draft Integrated Waste Management policies as 
part of Peel’s Regional Official Plan Review, and (2) to obtain feedback and input on the policy direction.

2.0 Discussion Paper  

Prior to attending the meeting, participants were given a copy of a draft Discussion Paper entitled ‘Integrated 
Waste Management’ which was prepared by Kelleher Environmental and Regional staff in January of 2009.  
 
Recent direction provided by the Province’s Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe (Places to Grow) 
recognizes the significant role Municipalities play in fostering a ‘culture of conservation’ across the Province. 
Provincial policy places an emphasis on new approaches to integrated waste management (IWM) as a key 
component of the culture of conservation, and now requires Municipalities to incorporate the following 
elements in their Official Plan reviews: 
 

 Enhanced waste reduction, composting and recycling initiatives; 
 New opportunities for further source reduction, reuse and diversion; 
 A comprehensive plan including all IWM elements; 
 Promotion of reuse and recycling of construction materials; 
 Integrate waste management initiatives into long term Regional planning; and 
 Collaboration with neighbouring municipalities. 

 
The purpose of the IWM Discussion Paper is to explore the opportunities for enhanced IWM through revised 
Regional Official Plan (ROP) policies, and provide an IWM policy framework for the updated ROP. It includes an 
overview of the following:  
 

 Current Context for Planning and Waste Management Planning in Ontario; 
 Integrated Waste Management and the Culture of Conservation;  
 Existing Waste Management System in Region of Peel;  
 Source Reduction and Reuse;  
 Industrial, Commercial and Institutional (IC&I) Waste; 
 Construction and Demolition Waste Management; 
 Intensification, and Impacts on Integrated Waste Management System Planning; 
 Energy From Waste and Residual Waste; 
 Municipal Collaboration and Partnerships in Integrated Waste Management Systems; 
 Operational Challenges; and 
 Potential Integrated Waste Management Policies. 
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3.0 Workshop Materials and Attendance 

Upon arrival, participants were given a registration folder which included the following items: 
 

 Meeting agenda; 
 Proposed updates to existing waste management policies in the Official Plan (OP);  
 Proposed draft Integrated Waste Management (IWM) policies for the OP; and 
 Individual Comment Sheet. 

 
At their tables, participants were also provided with meeting evaluation forms and a list of attendees with 
contact information. All registration material is included as Appendix A.  
 
The breakfast and registration component of the meeting began at 8:15 am and lasted 45 minutes. A total of 34 
participants attended the event, including representatives from the Region of Peel, City of Brampton, City of 
Mississauga, and Town of Caledon and the Dufferin Peel Catholic District School Board. There were a number 
of industry associations and businesses in attendance including representatives from the Ontario Waste 
Management Association (OWMA), Recycling Council of Ontario (RCO), Algonquin Power Energy from Waste 
Facility Liaison Committee, Trillium Health Centre, Miller Waste Systems, VisionQuest Environmental Strategies 
Group, Clorox Canada, and Dongara Pellet Plant. 
 
Regional Councillors John Sanderson (Brampton Wards 3 and 4), Richard Paterak (Town of Caledon, Ward 1) 
and Allan Thompson (Town of Caledon, Ward 2) were in attendance.

4.0 Meeting Objectives 

Dave Hardy, Planner and President of Hardy Stevenson and Associates Limited (HSAL), welcomed participants 
to the meeting. Dave introduced himself as the meeting facilitator and Shannon Logan, Planner at HSAL, as 
report writer for the meeting. Dave provided introductory remarks on the importance of ensuring integrated 
waste management (IWM) as part of policy for sustainable communities. Dave noted that the meeting was 
part of the PROPR consultation process. He outlined the objectives of the meeting as follows: 
 

(1) to provide an overview of the IWM policies as part of Peel’s Regional Official Plan Review; and  
(2) to get feedback and input on the policy directions. 

 
Dave referred participants to the agenda that was included in the registration package. He provided an 
overview of the morning proceedings and direction on the table discussions. Dave explained to participants 
that there would be three speakers providing an overview of specific policies over the course of the morning. 
Dave noted that following each presentation, participants would be invited to discuss each proposed policy 
area with others at their table. He also invited participants to evaluate and comment on each policy using the 
individual comment sheets provided.  
 
Dave outlined ground rules for the meeting session to ensure its success and asked the group if there were any 
questions on the ground rules or agenda. One participant suggested that the agenda should also include the 
treatment of International Waste from Pearson Airport. Dave explained that there would be an opportunity to 
discuss this issue, either during the table discussion or during the plenary session. 
 
A copy of Dave’s presentation is included as Appendix B. 
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 Draft Source Reduction and Reuse Policy #3: The Region encourages the area municipalities to require 
developers and contractors to incorporate materials from waste diversion programs into construction 
projects where possible and practical. 

 Draft EFW and Residual Waste Policy #14:  The Region of Peel will ensure to the extent practical that all 
potential uses will be extracted from the waste stream prior to landfill such as extracting all possible energy 
from the residual waste stream after recycling and composting, and prior to landfill.  

 Draft EFW and Residual Waste Policy #18: The Region requests the provincial government to link waste 
management and energy policies more closely to ensure that the maximum value is extracted from all 
municipal waste prior to disposal in landfill. 

6.2 Dave Gordon, Manager, Waste Planning, Region of Peel  

Dave Gordon was invited to provide an overview of the draft IWM policies that related to Industrial, 
Commercial & Institutional (IC&I) and Construction & Demolition (C&D) activities. Dave’s presentation is 
included as Appendix E. He explained that over 3 million tonnes of IC&I waste are exported from Southern 
Ontario to Michigan each year. Also, that Provincial 3Rs regulations are beginning to target larger companies in 
some sectors, and that the Province is assessing options to target IC&I waste. Dave noted that the Region used 
to accept IC&I waste at Britannia Sanitary Landfill Site as a service to local industries; however the Region and 
other municipalities decided to focus on residential waste several years ago. 
 
Dave explained that U.S. jurisdictions have various approaches in this area, with most focusing on C&D waste. 
He noted that the City of Ottawa introduced a comprehensive IC&I Strategy in 2008. 
 
Dave also provided an overview of the existing approach to C&D waste in the Region. He noted a large 
percentage of non-residential waste is disposed in landfill and that there are opportunities for new policies to 
support diversion. He explained that the Province wants to encourage reuse of construction materials as well. 
Dave noted that the Region and area municipalities have a number of levers to encourage waste diversion, and 
that they can also draw upon best practices from elsewhere, particularly from California. Two mechanisms for 
promoting diversion include through building permits; and procurement specifications. 
 
Dave provided an overview of the following selection of draft policies: 

 
 Draft IC&I Policy #5: Encourage area municipalities to develop appropriate planning and zoning by-laws to 

allow establishment of IC&I processing facilities and ensure that existing zoning by-laws do not present 
unreasonable barriers to development of IC&I waste diversion infrastructure 

 Draft C&D Policy #6:  The Region of Peel encourages the area municipalities to develop official plan policies 
that enable the establishment of C&D waste processing facilities such that barriers do not impede the 
establishment of C&D waste processing facilities in appropriate locations within the Region. 

 Draft C&D Policy #8:  The Region encourages the area municipalities to use their authority where available 
to issue site approvals and building permits as a means to require materials generated at C&D sites to be 
diverted and reused.  
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 Draft C&D Policy #9:  The Region requires procurement specifications for all new C&D projects which the 
Region funds to include high diversion and reuse requirements and encourage the reuse of construction 
materials through economic incentives.  

6.3 John Yeh, Planner, Planning Policy and Research, Region of Peel 

John Yeh was invited to provide an overview of the draft Intensification and Collaboration IWM policies. John’s 
presentation is included as Appendix F. He began by explaining the main components of intensification and the 
building of complete sustainable communities. John explained that according to Places to Grow, existing built-
up areas will accommodate a minimum 40 percent of residential development by 2015 and beyond.  He 
explained that this means increases in: multi-residential housing; redevelopment of existing land (C&D projects 
and waste streams); and increased pressure on use of land for waste management collection systems (trucks, 
storage bins, etc.).  
 
John outlined the connection between communities with increased densities and waste management. He 
explained that waste diversion requires convenience and good storage space, and that intensification means 
tighter spaces and sometimes more limited storage space for source separation requirements. He also 
explained that intensification can mean narrower streets and as such, limited collection access. Implementing 
the Region’s Waste Collection Design Standards Manual ensures that collection vehicles can properly access 
new development.  
 
John explained that Provincial policy also requires the promotion of collaboration among all sectors including 
government, private, non-profit and residents. He noted that Peel has good relationships with neighbouring 
municipalities on waste issues and that the Region has a long standing partnership with Toronto. John pointed 
out that the Region has also been exploring collaboration opportunities with Hamilton, Guelph and Halton, as 
well as with the private sector in the area of waste services. 
 
John provided an overview of opportunities for municipal partnership in shared facilities. He noted the benefits 
of shared facilities, including (1) economies of scale through cost efficiency, (2) adaptability and resilience of 
system when unexpected shut-downs occur and (3) increased flexibility and temporary storage capacity while 
new permanent facilities are being constructed. He noted that Toronto is currently undergoing a five-year 
planning study for a new Materials Recovery Facility (MRF), and Peel is considering involvement. John also 
pointed out that the Region must show they have explored options to share MRF capacity to get Stewardship 
Ontario funding for the Blue Box program. 
 
John provided an overview of the following selection of draft policies: 
 
 Draft Intensification Policy #11:  The Region of Peel requires developers and building owners to comply with 

the Waste Collection Design Standards Manual to ensure waste, recycling, and organics collection. 

 Draft Intensification Policy #13:  The Region will consider financial incentives (various forms of user pay) for 
all multi-unit buildings to encourage waste diversion. 

 Draft Municipal Collaboration Policy #19: When exploring the development of new waste management 
infrastructure, all efforts should be made to explore potential partnerships with neighbouring 
municipalities.  The partnership can involve a contribution of land, capital, and a commitment to tonnage 
which will improve the economics of a new facility. 
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7.0 Table Discussions – Specific Feedback 

Following each of the presentations, meeting attendees were invited to participate in twenty-five minute table 
discussions. Participants were pre-assigned into four tables and were asked to provide feedback on all 
integrated waste management (IWM) policies. Each table had a pre-designated facilitator and note-taker. 
Participants were also asked to make notes on their individual comment sheets (during presentations), and 
advise whether the Region should “Stop”, “Green light”, “Speed up”, “Slow down”, “Reverse Direction”, or 
“Alter Direction” on specific draft policies. 
 
The following section summarizes the specific input provided by meeting participants during the table 
discussions. It also summarizes input received from individual comment sheets. Input has been summarized 
around the specific draft policy.  
 
This summary represents a compilation of the notes provided to HSAL by Regional staff. Note that the results 
are not statistically significant. Comments below are transcribed verbatim from note-takers and individual 
comment sheets.  

 
7.1 Source Reduction and Reuse 

 
 
Policy #1 - The Region of Peel in partnership with the area municipalities, will use procurement as a method to 
promote source reduction through the significant purchasing power of the Region and the area municipalities.

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 Including energy purchases. Try green procurement or sustainable procurement. 

 
Policy #2 - The Region encourages specifications for all Regionally funded projects to incorporate materials 
from waste diversion programs where viable to help create stable, sustainable markets for materials from 
Regional diversion programs.

 Used the word explore twice. Remove the first “explore” and replace with “planning the development of” 
or “when planning and developing the”. 
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8.0 Plenary Session 

Following the table discussions, Dave Hardy invited the group to participate in a plenary session. He asked if 
participants had additional thoughts on the policies or if there was any other advice to provide to the Region of 
Peel.  
 
The following provides a summary of comments received during the plenary session. 
 

 The Region of Peel needs to consider how it deals with international waste coming from Pearson 
Airport. It was previously incinerated at the Algonquin Power Energy from Waste (EFW) facility, but 
now it is being shipped to Niagara. This additional trucking is a potential safety threat and is 
unsustainable.  
 

 Monitoring and management will be a significant factor in policy implementation. 
 

 Draft IWM policy wording needs to change from “encourage” to “require” in a number of places. This 
will support stronger Official Plan policies and zoning by-laws.  

 

 There is no vision or twenty-year target for these policies. The Official Plan is a living document and 
needs a vision statement. 

 

 There needs to be a holistic approach to IWM across the Province. Standardization of approaches 
would be helpful for industry. 

 

 Within the context of difficult economic times, the Federal and Provincial governments will not be 
providing much funding, and they may be downloading responsibilities to upper and lower-tier 
municipalities. The Region will need to deal with their capacity issue well in advance and that it poses a 
significant risk. 
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9.0 Closing Comments  

At 11:50 am, Dave Hardy thanked the group for participating in the meeting. Dave explained that HSAL would 
be producing a summary report of this session. He also pointed out the evaluation forms located in the 
registration package and asked participants to complete the forms and place in the comment box. Dave invited 
Bryan Hill to make closing comments.  
 
Bryan expressed thanks to participants for attending the meeting and to Regional staff and HSAL for bringing 
together the meeting. He noted that he was pleased with the quality of comments and the great deal of input 
received over the course of the morning. 
 
At 11:55 am, Dave Hardy closed the meeting.  
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10.0 Summary of Key Themes and Recommendations 

The Integrated Waste Management Consultation Meeting provided a forum for a diverse set of stakeholders to 
review of the Region of Peel’s draft Integrated Waste Management (IWM) policies. The meeting format 
allowed participants to be informed on key policy recommendations, talk with consultants and Regional staff, 
and discuss key issues and draft policies with other industry representatives. A wide cross-section of the waste 
management industry was in attendance which supported a diversity of viewpoints and input. Much of the 
input received will useful to both the Regional Official Plan updated as well as the Region’s Long Term Waste 
Management Strategy (LTWMS) being lead by the Waste Planning division. 
 
Many participants were supportive of the draft IWM policies. Table discussions indicated they recognized the 
importance of the policies and were supportive of the direction. The following identifies a number of major 
themes coming out of the participant feedback during the group discussion exercise and report back periods.  

 
 Strengthen partnerships and collaboration - Peel should seek to build partnerships with it’s lower tier 

municipalities, other Regional governments, the Province, and the private sector. Each plays a unique role in 
Integrated Waste Management, however working together in creating innovative policies and the provision 
of services reduces overall costs, allows for innovative technologies and sharing of best practices. New 
partnerships in shared facilities or funding should also be explored. 
 

 Strengthen wording of policies – A number of the policies have wording that needs to be strengthened. For 
example, policies should read “The Region will require” instead of “The Region will encourage”. Official 
Plan policies must be strong in support of clear and effective policies. 

 
 Discussions with Province – It will be important to continue dialogue with the Ministry of Environment and 

other relevant Ministries in regards to an improved / better coordinated approval process for waste 
management facilities and new innovative technologies.  
 

 Monitoring and management are significant – Any programs or initiatives must have direction and support 
for monitoring and overall management. 

 
 Use available tools – In both the Regional and Municipal context, procurement policies and provisions 

associated with building permits can be a stronger tool for integrating requirements for waste diversion. In 
particular, for Construction and Demolition (C&D) and new developments, proponents of Regional (or 
private) projects could be required to meet specifications. Incentives may also play a role.  

 
 Benefits of IWM – Effective and comprehensive IWM policies and programs save money and energy, and 

support a diversified and more resilient waste management system. 
 

 Compliment the Region’s LTWMS – The Region of Peel is also conducting an update of its Long Term Waste 
Management Strategy (LTWMS). The policies in the Official Plan should be distinct from this Strategy 
however they should be complimentary and provide a solid policy foundation for innovative approaches to 
IWM. 
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 Clear vision and targets – Either through the Official Plan or the LTWMS, the Region of Peel’s IWM initiatives 
should be based on a clear vision and should be associated with targets for waste diversion. 
 

 IWM as a key component of sustainability – Waste Management should not be considered a separate or 
distinct division of municipal infrastructure. It should be understood as integrated with other programs or 
initiatives such as energy production, etc. All components of waste should be examined and planned for, 
including International waste handling and risk management. 

 
Meeting participants provided constructive advice and informed suggestions that can be used to strengthen 
the Region’s IWM policies, as well as the LTWMS. Based on the input provided, HSAL recommends Peel Region 
undertake the following initiatives: 
 
1. Continue to work closely with the Waste Planning Division to ensure coordination of the LTWMS and the 

Regional Official Plan review. Circulate the Integrated Waste Management Consultation Meeting - Meeting 
Summary Report to Waste Planning staff. 
 

2. Review the results of this Integrated Waste Management Consultation Meeting - Meeting Summary Report 
with the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC). Where possible, work with TAC and Kelleher Environmental 
to ensure the major themes and specific feedback are integrated into the draft IWM policies. There will be 
wording changes and potentially additional policies introduced based on specific participant feedback and 
Regional staff and consultant discussions. 
 

3. Continue dialogue with the Provincial Government and other Regional governments on how challenges 
associated with new energy from waste (EFW) technologies may be addressed. 
 

4. Continue to work with lower-tier municipalities in regards to a new local integrated waste management 
facility involving materials recovery and/or recycling within the Region of Peel. 

 
5. Continue to build on and forge new partnerships with the private sector and other Regional or local 

Municipalities (both within and outside of Peel Region) with respect to waste service provision, innovative 
solutions to community intensification challenges, cost effective waste management systems, long term 
contracts, and shared waste facilities.

Plan (New Draft Policies are not included in this document) 

 
6.4 WASTE MANAGEMENT 
 
The municipal waste produced in Peel is managed disposed of by means of incineration, 
landfill, recycling and composting.  In keeping with the four three themes of this Plan 
(environmental, social, economic, and cultural imperatives an ecosystem approach, 
sustainable development and healthy communities) the Region must promotes reductions 
in material consumption and waste production, and the recognition of waste as a valuable 
resource that, if fully utilized, can have minimal negative impacts on the environment.  
The Region will continue to focus on reduction, reuse, and recycling programs (3Rs), 
examine waste disposal alternatives, explore the resource potential of waste, and strive 
for a cost-effective waste management system. Waste disposal will be managed so as to 
minimize environmental impacts and emphasize the responsibility of the waste generator 
producer to reduce the amount and type of waste produced and bear the costs of 
collection and disposal. 
 
Peel is also committed to preparing and maintaining the a Long Term Waste Resource 
Management Strategy long-term waste management strategy which to meets the needs of 
citizens and businesses. The Strategy is environmentally sound, socially acceptable, 
technically efficient and economically viable. 
 
Waste management sites in Peel are shown on Figure 10 in the Appendix.  The Britannia 
and Caledon landfill sites is are the only active public landfill sites in Peel.  The 
establishment and operation of any new landfill site at another location will require an 
amendment to this Plan.   The expansion of an existing landfill site will require an 
amendment to a local official plan. 
 
 6.4.1 Objectives 
 
  6.4.1.1  To recognize the need for sustainability in the use of the 

earth's resources and the essential role the Region plays in 
reducing the impact that waste management activities have 
on the environment. 
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  6.4.1.2  To promote the integration of the principle and hierarchy of 
reduction, reuse, and recycling into the decision making of 
residents, including consumers, businesses, and 
governments, and to achieve and maintain a viable a 
minimum of 80 percent diversion of residential and non-
residential waste from landfill by the year 2000. 

 
  6.4.1.3  To establish and maintain an environmentally responsible 

and cost-effective system for managing municipal solid 
waste, including household hazardous or special waste, 
generated within Peel Region. 

 
 
 6.4.2 Policies 
 
 It is the policy of Regional Council to: 
 
  6.4.2.1  Prepare, in cooperation with the area municipalities, a 

Waste Management Strategy to achieve the waste 
management objectives. 

 
  6.4.2.2  Actively encourage, promote and support efforts of 

government, the private sector and the general public which 
reduce waste, or emphasize reuse, recycling (3Rs), 
composting and other minimization options, including 
extended producer responsibility. 

 
  6.4.2.3  Encourage the area municipalities to prepare and adopt 

Regional guidelines for the design of communities and 
buildings that will facilitate source separation, collection, 
storage and transportation of waste. 

 
  6.4.2.4  Require the area municipal official plans to direct waste 

facilities, including processing and storage, to appropriate 
locations. 

 
  6.4.2.5  Ensure that the location of any new waste management 

disposal facility is consistent with the objectives and 
policies in this Plan and the area municipal official plans. 
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  6.4.2.6  Recognize Consider energy from waste facilities and other 
technologies as an option for the disposal of residual post-
recycled waste generated within Peel Region. 

 
  6.4.2.7  Recognize the Britannia and Caledon landfill sites, as 

shown on Figure 10 of the Appendix, as the only active 
landfill sites in Peel Region.  The establishment and 
operation of a new landfill site at another location will 
require a Regional Official Plan Amendment. The 
expansion of an existing landfill site will require an 
amendment to a local official plan. 

 
  6.4.2.8  Require an amendment of the certificate of approval in 

force at the date of Council’s adoption of this Plan or the 
issuance of a new certificate of approval by the Ministry of 
the Environment, for any changes to what is presently 
permitted in an existing landfill site. 

 
  6.4.2.9  Review any proposal to establish and operate a new landfill 

site in Peel for consistency with the objectives and policies 
in this Plan and the area municipal official plans. 

 
  6.4.2.10 Maintain the operating landfill sites in a manner which 

protects the environment, public health and adjacent land 
uses. 

 
  6.4.2.11 View the use of land for landfill during the operational life 

of the site as an interim land use, until such time as the land 
is deemed by Regional Council to be suitable for other 
uses. 

 
  6.4.2.12 Support the after use of the Britannia Landfill site for Open 

Space purposes. 
 
  6.4.2.13 Permit development within 500 metres (1640 feet) of the 

active working face of the Britannia Landfill Site subject to 
agreements as required by the Province, Region and City of 
Mississauga. 

 
  6.4.2.14 Review proposed development in proximity to the Caledon 

landfill site for consistency with the objectives and policies 
in this Plan, the Town of Caledon Official Plan, the Niagara 
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Escarpment Plan and the Ministry of the Environment 
guidelines. 

 
  6.4.2.15 Carefully manage those closed landfill sites which the 

Region owns and rehabilitate them to appropriate uses, 
determined jointly with the area municipalities.

Draft Integrated Waste Management Policies 

  
 
The Draft IWM (Integrated Waste Management) policies in this document have been developed 
to address the IWM requirements set out in the Places To Grow Growth Plan and the Provincial 
Policy Statement.  For context, IWM requirements in these two documents are described briefly 
in the Appendix on page 4. 

1.1 Draft IWM Policies 

The draft IWM policies are presented under six separate headings in this section: 

� Source reduction and reuse; 
� Industrial, commercial and institutional (IC&I) Waste; 
� Construction and Demolition (C&D) Waste; 
� Intensification; 
� Energy From Waste (including Residual Waste) and  
� Partnership and Municipal Collaboration. 

 

1.1.1 Source Reduction and Reuse Related Policies 

Draft Policy #1:   The Region of Peel in partnership with the area municipalities, will use procurement as 
a method to promote source reduction through the significant purchasing power of the Region and the 
area municipalities.  

Draft Policy #2:  The Region encourages specifications for all Regionally funded projects to incorporate 
materials from waste diversion programs where viable to help create stable, sustainable markets for 
materials from Regional diversion programs.  

Draft Policy #3:  The Region encourages the area municipalities to require developers and contractors to 
incorporate materials from waste diversion programs into construction projects where possible and 
practical. 

Draft Policy #4 :  The Region encourages Peel businesses to adopt sustainable business practices such 
as using office supplies composed of recycled material, waste reutilization initiatives to convert waste into 
valuable material resources, and exchanges of waste material between businesses.   
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1.1.2 Industrial, Commercial & Institutional (IC&I) Related Policies 
 
 
Draft Policy #5:   The Region encourages the area municipalities to develop official plan policies to allow 
the establishment of IC&I waste processing facilities in appropriate locations and to review and amend 
official plan policies so that they do not present unreasonable barriers to development of IC&I waste 
diversion infrastructure. 
 
 

1.1.3 Construction and Demolition (C&D) Related Policies 
 
Draft  Policy #6:   The Region of Peel encourages the area municipalities to develop official plan policies 
that enable the establishment of C&D waste processing facilities such that barriers do not impede the 
establishment of C&D waste processing facilities in appropriate locations within the Region. 
 
Draft Policy #7:   The Region should ensure that materials from C&D sites within regional boundaries can 
be used in other construction projects throughout the Region and elsewhere.  
 
Draft Policy #8:   The Region encourages the area municipalities to use their authority where available to 
issue site approvals and building permits as a means to require materials generated at C&D sites to be 
diverted and reused.   
 
Draft Policy #9:   The Region requires procurement specifications for all new C&D projects which the 
Region funds to include high diversion and reuse requirements and encourage the reuse of construction 
materials through economic incentives.   
 
Draft Policy #10:   The Region encourages the area municipalities to adopt procurement specifications 
for high diversion and reuse of construction and demolition waste for all new C&D projects which the area 
municipalities fund.  Economic and other incentives should be considered to encourage high reuse of 
C&D waste.  
 
 

 

 

1.1.4 Intensification and Impacts on Integrated Waste Management System 
Planning 

 
Draft Policy #11:   The Region of Peel requires developers and building owners to comply with the Waste 
Collection Design Standards Manual to ensure waste, recycling, and organics collection. For example: In 
Multi-Residential buildings the manual stipulates several requirements such as road materials to support 
minimum weights of waste collection vehicles, minimum widths of internal roads, minimum turning radius, 
minimum overhead clearance in collection areas and outside of collection areas. 
 
Draft Policy #12:   The Region directs the area municipalities to include policies requiring incorporation of 
requirements of the Waste Collection Design Standards Manual in local Official Plans.  
 
Draft Policy #13 :  The Region will consider financial incentives (various forms of user pay) for all multi-
residential buildings to encourage waste diversion. 
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1.1.5 Energy From Waste (EFW) and Residual Waste Related Policies 
 
Draft Policy #14 : The Region of Peel will ensure to the extent practical that all potential uses will 
be extracted from the waste stream prior to landfill such as extracting all possible energy from the residual 
waste stream after recycling and composting, and prior to landfill. 
 
Draft Policy #15:  The Region will support landfill gas recovery for energy generation where practical and 
viable. 
 
Draft Policy #16:  The Region will monitor and evaluate technology developments and consider options 
for recovering EFW on an on-going basis. 
 
Draft Policy #17:  The Region encourages the area municipalities to develop official plan policies that 
enable the establishment of biological, thermal and other EFW facilities in appropriate locations. 
 
Draft Policy #18:   The Region requests the provincial government to link waste management and energy 
policies more closely to ensure that the maximum value is extracted from all municipal waste prior to 
disposal in landfill. 
 
 
 

1.1.6 Partnership and Municipal Collaboration Related Policies 
 
Draft Policy #19:   When exploring the development of new waste management infrastructure, all efforts 
should be made to explore potential partnerships with neighbouring municipalities.  The partnership can 
involve a contribution of land, capital, and a commitment to tonnage which will improve the economics of 
a new facility.

• Enhanced waste reduction, composting and recycling initiatives and the identification of new 
opportunities for source reduction, reuse and diversion where appropriate 

• A comprehensive plan with integrated approaches to waste management, including reduction, 
reuse, recycling, composting, diversion and the disposal of residual waste 

• Promotion of reuse and recycling of construction materials 
• Consideration of waste management initiatives within the context of long term regional planning, 

and in collaboration with neighbouring municipalities. 
 

e) Cultural heritage conservation, including conservation of cultural heritage and archaeological 
resources where feasible, as built up areas are intensified.
