More than 88,000 multi-residential units (e.g. apartments
and condominiums) make up almost 25 per cent of the
Region’s households. High participation from the multi-
residential sector is key to the success of the Region’s
recycling programs.

Participating in the Region of Peel's recycling program is simple

Multi-residential buildings are supplied with recycling containers. Each
unit within the building is provided with a reusable blue bag to help
store recyclable material and transport it to the building’s recycling
collection area.

Blue bags are available at no charge. If you do not
have one, please contact your property manager or
superintendent.

Place all your recyclable material in your blue bag and
empty the contents into your building’s recycling
containers — no sorting required!
