The Study
The Regional Municipality of Peel in concert with York Region has completed a Class Environmental Assessment of 
Highway 50 from Castlemore Road to Mayfi eld Road and Mayfi eld Road from Highway 50 to Coleraine Drive. A network 
study carried out for Peel and York Regions identifi ed the need for improvements to both roads which are signifi cant 
arterial roadways in the Region’s overall road network (see map). In order to best address needs and opportunities in the 
study area, the study examined the need and feasibility of various improvement options to address traffi c capacity issues, 
defi ciencies in storm drainage, facilities for pedestrian and cyclist movements and transit system expansion for the year 
2031 along Highway 50 and Mayfi eld Road. 

The Process
The study was conducted in compliance with the planning and design process for Schedule ‘C’ projects as outlined in the 
Municipal Engineers Association, Municipal Class Environmental Assessment  (Class EA) document (October 2000, as 
amended in  2007 and 2011), which is approved under the Ontario Environmental Assessment Act. A key component of 
the study was consultation with interested stakeholders (public and agencies) at two Public Information Centres (PICs) 
held on June 3, 2010 and April 27, 2011.   

A Notice of Study Commencement inviting initial input was published in November 2009.   

Following the April 27, 2011 PIC, the preferred alternative was reviewed in light of comments received and modifi ed as 
required. The recommended alternative for Highway 50 includes widening about the centre-line to a 6-lane confi guration 
from Castlemore Road to Mayfi eld Road. The design accommodates a multi-use trail along the west side of Highway 50 
and a sidewalk along the east side. The recommended alternative for Mayfi eld Road includes widening about the centre-
line to a 4-lane confi guration between Highway 50 and Coleraine Drive. The design accommodates a multi-use trail along 
the south side of Mayfi eld Drive and a sidewalk along the north side.
