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Executive Summary

Background research and desktop survey conducted for this cultural heritage screening report for proposed
intersection improvements at Albion Vaughan Road and King Street, between the Town of Caledon and
Township of King, determined that the Study Area:

n Is within the Humber River watershed, designated a Canadian Heritage River; and,

m Includes properties with structures over 40 years old.

However, field investigations and consultation with the Town of Caledon confirms that these properties are not
considered to be of cultural heritage value or interest, and that the proposed intersection improvements will not
adversely impact the cultural heritage values of the Humber River. Therefore:

m No further cultural heritage assessment or study is required.

Background & Study Area

In January 2017, CIMA+ (CIMA) retained Golder Associates Ltd. (Golder) on behalf the Region of Peel to conduct
a cultural heritage screening report (CHSR) as part of a Municipal Class (Schedule B) Environmental Assessment
(EA) for the proposed intersection improvement work at Albion Vaughan Road and King Street in the Town of
Caledon (the Project).

The Study Area for the EA was defined an area 50 metres from the centre of the road around the intersection of
King Street/King Road and Albion Vaughan Road/Caledon King Townline in the Town of Caledon and the
Township of King (Attachment A). Properties adjacent to the intersection include:

m Part of the Nashville Conservation Reserve owned by the Toronto Region Conservation Authority at the
southeast corner of the intersection (Township of King);

m 7980 King Road (Township of King);

m 8000 King Road (Township of King);
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m 8020 King Road (Township of King);

m 13055 Caledon King Townline South (Township of King);
m 13418 Caledon King Townline South (Town of Caledon);
m 13456 Caledon King Townline South (Town of Caledon);
m 520 King Street (Town of Caledon);

m 555 King Street (Town of Caledon); and,

m 590 King Street (Town of Caledon).

To determine if the Project required subsequent cultural heritage evaluation reports (CHERS) or heritage impact
assessments (HIAs) for any of these properties, a CHSR was conducted following the scope outlined inthe Ministry
of Tourism, Culture and Sport (MTCS) Criteria for Evaluating Potential for Built Heritage Resources and Cultural
Heritage Landscapes (2015).

Methods

Desktop survey of the Study Area involved the following tasks:

Task 1: Background research

Federal, provincial, and municipal heritage registers, inventories, and databases were reviewed to identify known
cultural heritage resources in the Study Area. These include the:

This background research found that the Study Area is within the Humber River watershed, a watercourse
designated a Canadian Heritage River in 1999 for its cultural heritage and recreational heritage values.
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Additionally, review of aerial photographs revealed that the residential properties in the Study Area were built
between the early 1950s and early 1970s.

Task 2: Stakeholder Consultation

Golder contacted the Town of Caledon Heritage Resource Officer, Sally Drummond via e-mail between
February 1, 2017 and February 8, 2017, and was provided with mapping and written information that none of the
properties in the Study Area are considered to be of cultural heritage value or interest. The nearest properties of

cultural heritage value or interest identified by the Town are outside the Study Area and include:

m Bolton Camp at 13540 Caledon King Townline (northwest of the intersection) is listed on the Town's
Heritage Register;

m 65 Sneath Road (west of the intersection) is designated under Part IV of the Ontario Heritage Act; and,

m The Sneath Road Bridge (southwest of the intersection) is designated under Part IV of the Ontario
Heritage Act.

These are illustrated in Attachment A.

Task 3: MTCS Check Sheet & Field Investigation

Based on the information compiled during Tasks 1 & 2, the MTCS Criteria for Evaluating Potential for Built Heritage
Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes (2015) checklist was completed for the Study Area (Attachment B).
Since this flagged the potential for structures over 40 years old, a field investigation of the Study Area from public
rights of way was conducted by Cultural Heritage Specialist Chris Lemon on February 3, 2017.

Results

The MTCS Criteriafor Evaluating Potential for Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes (2015)
checklist results, consultation with the Town of Caledon’s Heritage Resource Officer, background research and
examination of aerial photographs, and field investigations, have confirmed that:

m There are no known or potential built heritage resources of cultural heritage landscapes within or
immediately adjacent to the Study Area.

Although the Study Area includes properties with structures over 40 years old, none of these are considered
properties of potential cultural heritage value or interest, and the Project is not predicted to adversely impact the

cultural heritage values of the Humber River.

Recommendations

Based on the results of this CHSR, Golder recommends that:
